Budapest, 28 September 2018 

 
“Psychoanalysis and Society – Then and Now –” will mark the 100th anniversary of the 5th 
International Psychoanalytic Congress. The Centennial Conference was planned as an 
international scholarly event as part of a joint project of the Sándor Ferenczi Society and the 
Petőfi Literary Museum called “Budapest on the Couch: Psychoanalysis and the Arts, 1908–
